· Layout, Font, font size, font style: Use file YourFile.doc as a template. Do not change the page setup.
  General: Times New Roman, 11pt.
  Title: 16pt, boldface, centered.
  Author(s): centered.
  Affiliation(s): centered. 
  Section titles: 14pt, boldface.
· Page limit: 6 pages. Since this limit is not strict, do not try to reduce the number of pages by using 10pt font size or changing the text height, the text width or the margins.
